Waxing: Helps you to ski smoother and reduce the slow-
fast sensation in variable conditions,., Johnson's Glo Coat is good
for removal of black, sticky gook which coats the bottom of skiis
_.on warm days under spring skiing conditions, _

Maintenance and Tuning (according to expert Larry Pease) :
Remove wax from ski bottoms (paint thinner is cheaper than "wax
remover"); fill in gouges (when P-tex or candles are not avail-
able try polyethylene or polypropylene from plastic milk bottles
or other containers); scrape bhottom flushy flat file bottom and
file edges to form edge of 90 degree; wax with hot wax, remove
excess and smooth.
