The Holidays are upon us!! The
three recipes below will brighten
your holiday entertaining. The
SALMON MOUSSE and FRUIT
PUNCH were served to the EXCOM in August at the
home of Dot Mills. Marijane Harper served SWEET
AND SOUR MEATBALLS at the Sepiember meeting.
All of these would enhance a buffet table or make
excellent appetizers before your Thanksgiving feast.

SALMON MOUSSE

In bowl of blender or food processor, blend together until
processed:

- 2 envelopes plain gelatin

- 1/2 cup boiling water

- 4 Tablespoons lemon juice

- 1 small onion, sliced

Add:

- 115 1/2 oz. can salmon, drained -
- 1 cup mayonnaise

- 1 Tablespoon drisd it

- 2 teaspoons paprika

- 1 1/2 cup whipping cream

Blend until smooth. Pour into lightly oiled 5 1/2 cup
mold. Chill several hours until set. Unmoid on plate
lined with leaf fettuce.

FRUIT PUNCH

Chill all ingredients before mixing together:
- 1 48 oz. jar cranberry juice

- 146 oz. can pineappie juice

- 112 oz. can frozen orange juice

- 112 oz. can frozen lemonade

- 6 12 oz. cans water
- 1 liter gingerale

Makes approximately 2 galions or 22 8-0z. cups.

SWEET AND SOUR MEATBALLS

Mix together weil;

- 1 lb. ground beef ;

- 1/4 cup dried bread crumbs and cracker crumbs
- 2 Tablespoons finely minced onion

- 1/2 teaspoon salt

- 1/8 teaspoon pepper

Make into approximately 30 1-inch balls. Brown in:
- 1 Tablespoon olive oil OR
Place on jelly roll pan and brown in 350° oven,

SAUCE

'Combine in iaﬁge saucepan:
- 1/4 cup sugar
- 2 Tablespoons comstarch

Stir in:

_ =2 Tablespoons soy sauce

- 2 Tabiespoons vinegar

=112 cup water

- 1/2 cup reserved pineapple syrup from below
Cook and stir until mixture boils and thickens.

Add and mix together:

- 1to 2 green peppers cut into 1-inch pieces
- 113 1/2 oz. can drained pineapple chunks or tidbits
- Cooked meatballs from above
