good time on the Youghlogheny on Sunday, July 30. For mest, the outing
began Saturday morning with the viewing of the whitewater kyak and canoe
olympic trizls on the Savage River. For others Saturday was used to explore
the surrounding area in general. Saturday evening, forces were joined to-
gether at the 5 Pines campground near Fawmington for an evening of merriment.

We began at Loon Msuntailn, which has excellent touring in.
struction and a well-maintained trail, an old logging road.

Both instruction and trail are will suited to beginners, even
those who, like us, carnot ski downhill, We are not particular-
ly agile, but we soon mastered the slide step used in touring,
We are super-cautious (we prefer level ground) so we guickly
learned to slow and stop a2 downhill run, These simple techni-
ques were enough to get us started or elementary touring, aand

We Were on the trail that first day,

Cannon Mountaln was next., While Ron polished his NASTAR
technique (he won a bronze medzl) we %took on what was billed as
the beglinner {rail, Unfortupately no one told us the trail ran
down Mittersill's expert slope for several hundred yards, cr that
1t regained 211 the descent in one enormous uphill climb, ¥We
negotiated Scylla largely on our back and Charybdis largely prone,
but we survived, exhausted, exhilarated and amazed,

: At Madonra, on 2 morning sparkling with "sugarin' snow" and
brililant sun, we abandoned the touring trail to follow & road
up to a hldden lake. The beauty, the peace, above all the guiet
of the touring trall are indescridable. The only tracks we saw
were those of deer, raccoon and sqQuirrel, Even by late after~
noon only two other skiers had traveled our road,

Skl touring ls economical, no doubt about it, Equipment is
reasorable, clothing 1s anything you already have, trails are
free. But what touring does for the mind and heart and soul is
above price. Anyone, from rank beginner to expert, can partic-
ipate, and at any level, One may join a touring club for day or
weekend trlips, or choose a leisurely tour across a neighborhood
park or golf course, One may cloose the simple }oy of easy walks,
or the challenge o mountaineering; the companionship of a young
famlly touring together, or the seolitude of a cross country racer,
There 1s something here for everyone, of whatever skill or inciin-
ation,
